The above figure 1 illustrates the demographic 

composition of three distinct groups: College Students, 

Professionals in Communication or Sociology, and 

Educators and Researchers. The analysis reveals 

notable patterns in age distribution: a concentrated 

peak in the 20-25 age range for college students, a 

broader distribution spanning 25-35 for professionals, 

and a peak in the 30-35 range for educators and 

researchers. This suggests diverse demographic 

representations, with college students primarily in 

younger age brackets, professionals spanning a wider 

range with a peak in mid-to-late twenties, and 

educators/researchers skewed towards older ages.

This distribution illustrates 

a diverse range of perspectives, with a significant 

proportion attributing substantial influence to social 

media.

Conversely, 20.80% disagree, indicating 

scepticism toward this notion, while 16.70% express 

neutrality. Similarly, another 16.70% strongly disagree, 

while an equal proportion (16.70%) strongly agree with 

the statement. This diverse distribution highlights 

varying perspectives on the role of social media in 

fostering social unity, emphasizing the complexity of 

its impact on modern society. Understanding these 

differing viewpoints is essential for informed 

discourse and policy-making regarding social media 

usage. 

The data on Figure 6 depicts respondents' 

perceptions of social media platforms, particularly 

Facebook, in shaping societal norms and values. 

Approximately one-third of participants (29.20%) 

believe these platforms significantly influence societal 

norms. Meanwhile, 25.00% perceive a moderate 

impact, while 20.80% indicate a slight influence.
