Lastly, in the 36-45 age category, there are 20 individuals, with a slightly 
higher representation of females, employed as teachers or employees, and primarily 
residing in Badakhshan province. This distribution reflects a comprehensive 
representation across age groups, genders, occupations, and geographical locations,

The analysis of social media platform usage for human communication indicates 
that Facebook is the most preferred choice among respondents, accounting for 37.50% 
of the total responses. Instagram follows as the second most popular platform, with a 
frequency of 25 and a percentage of 20.80%. Twitter and LinkedIn have relatively lower 
usage rates, each representing 12.50% of the responses, with 15 respondents each. 
WhatsApp shares the same percentage as Twitter and LinkedIn, with 15 responses also 
comprising 12.50% of the total. 

 

The Figure 2 illustrates the perceived influence of social networks on interaction 
frequency among 120 participants, categorized into five levels: Very low, Low, Neutral, 
High, and Very high. The majority of participants (33.33%) reported a high influence of 
social networks on their interaction frequency, followed by those who felt a neutral 
influence (25%). Approximately 16.67% of participants each indicated very low and very 
high influences, while 16.67% reported low influence. This data suggests a varied 
perception among participants regarding the impact of social networks on their 
interaction frequency, highlighting the need for further exploration and understanding of 
individual experiences with digital communication platforms.

Notably, 35% express a high level of concern, indicating a significant portion 
of individuals who are very concerned about this issue. Additionally, 25% are moderately 
concerned, suggesting a substantial proportion that acknowledges the potential impact 
on mental well-being. Conversely, 10% indicate no concern, while 15% express only slight 
concern, possibly reflecting differing levels of awareness or prioritization of this issue. 
Furthermore, 15% of respondents are extremely concerned, highlighting a smaller yet 
notable group that strongly emphasizes the importance of addressing negative effects on 
mental health. These findings underscore the complexity of attitudes toward social 
network usage and its potential consequences, indicating the need for comprehensive 
strategies to mitigate adverse impacts and promote digital well-being.

Our examination of primary social media platform usage unveiled Facebook as the 
predominant choice for human communication, followed closely by platforms such as 
Instagram, Facebook, Twitter, LinkedIn, and WhatsApp [2],[6],[10],[11]. This observation 
corroborates existing literature highlighting Facebook's pervasive adoption and influence 
in facilitating online social interactions. Nonetheless, the growing popularity of emerging 
platforms like Instagram and Twitter suggests an ongoing diversification in digital 
communication preferences among users [12],[13]. 

The varying perceptions regarding the impact of social networks on interaction 
frequency and communication styles underscore the complexity inherent in digital 
communication behaviors. While some participants perceive positive influences 
stemming from social media usage, others express apprehensions about potential 
negative effects. This duality underscores the necessity for tailored approaches in 
studying social network dynamics, accounting for individual experiences and preferences 
[3],[14],[15]. 

In conclusion, our findings contribute substantially to enhancing our understanding 
of how social networks shape human communication in contemporary society. By 
acknowledging the diverse demographic composition, platform preferences, and 
perceived impacts, our study sheds light on the intricate interplay between digital 
platforms and interpersonal interactions. Looking ahead, continued research endeavors 
in this domain are indispensable for developing informed strategies aimed at fostering 
positive digital engagement while mitigating potential adverse effects on individual well-
being.
